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We invite Syrian guests to learn about the people’s situation under the
civil war, including the guests’ own experiences. Discussions among
participants concerning Syrian civil war issues, such as the refugee
situation, will also be held in the latter part of the seminar.
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Mr. A and Mr. M came to Japan to evade the Syrian civil war, which
broke out when they were university students. Working in Japan, they
also act to provide aids for war orphans and families having difficulties
in Syria. (We have not disclosed the guests’ names to secure the safety
of their families who remain in Syria.)
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
