@ Characteristics and History

TGU is located in Koganei-shi, 30 minutes by
train from Shinjuku. Although the university is
in Tokyo, it has an environment of lush
greenery.

TGU is a university of education established
in 1949 unifying four normal schools. It has
produced many able educators nationwide.

In 1988, in addition to the teacher training
courses, liberal arts courses were established
in an attempt to train a wider range of students
able to contribute to society, including in fields
other than education.

In 1996, the United Graduate School of
Education (doctoral course) was inaugurated
with the aim of producing researchers in
education, focusing on school education.

The International Student Exchange Center
was established in 1998 to offer Japanese
language and culture education, including
preparatory language program, guidance on
both daily and academic life in Japan, as well
as Japan Studies Program and Teacher
Training Program.

(a) This program’s main aim of training is to deepen their
understanding of Japanese affairs and Japanese culture, the
secondary aim of training is to improve their Japanese skill.

® Features of the course

(1) Japanese Language

To improve Japanese language ability, students
are expected to attend Japanese language
classes.
(2) Japanese Culture/Society

For deeper understanding of Japanese Culture
and Society, students must complete a certain
number of courses entitled “Japan Studies”
“Cross-Cultural Understanding” and other courses
conducted primarily in Japanese.

Students with highly advanced Japanese
language skills are allowed to take university’s
regular undergraduate classes of which contents
focus on Japanese cultural and social matters.

Students are expected to participate in various
cultural exchange activities at TGU and events of
local communities. For this purpose, TGU
organizes many events, such as cultural
exchange programs at TGU-affiliated primary
schools and workshops of traditional performing
arts of Japan.
(5) Individual Research Paper

By the time of completing the program, the
students write a report of their individual study at
TGU with the guidance of their academic advisor.
