ISEP is a special program that offers overseas students a wide range of courses
conducted in English. The courses look at diverse perspectives of Japan through
various academic fields, such as pedagogy, humanities, the social sciences, and the
natural sciences. We also offer field study courses with the primary aim of enriching
experiential learning through school visits, corporate tours, field trips, and hands-on
seminars in the arts and sports.

ISEP students will also conduct an in-depth study of a specialized academic field by
carrying out an Individual Study project under the guidance of an academic advisor.
The themes of Individual Study can range from social and cultural issues, arts,
literature, education, and science to many other topics, depending on students’
interest.

Every ISEP academic year starts from Autumn Semester and consists of two
semesters.

ISEP students are required to take at least 12 credits including mandatory 7 credits
from ISEP courses and 1 credit for the Individual Study per semester. In addition, ISEP
students will have a final presentation regarding each individual study in the beginning
of August.
